Acest volum cuprinde o parte importantd a comunicarilor prezentate la
a XXV-a sesiune stiintifica anuald de ,,Cercetari de economie agrara si dezvoltare
rurald in Romania” cu tema ,Durabilitatea si rezilienta sectorului agricol si a
spatiului rural in fata actualelor provocdri”, care a avut loc in data de 8 decembrie
2020, on-line in cadrul Institutului de Economie Agrard al Academiei Romane.
Lucrarea a aparut in cadrul si prin bunavointa Editurii Academiei Romane si
continud traditia publicarii lucrarilor stiintifice prezentate in cadrul sesiunilor
anuale organizate de Institutul de Economie Agrara.

In anul 2020, sesiunea stiintific internationald a fost organizati in colaborare
cu o serie de institutii partenere: Institutul de Cercetare Pentru Economia Agriculturii
si Dezvoltare Rurald — Bucuresti, Institutul de Economie Rurala Si Agrara (Irwir-
Pan) — Varsovia, Polonia, Institutul Economic — Centrul de Studii Economice Si
Regionale — Budapesta, Ungaria, Institutul Pentru Studiul Pietelor si Cercetari
Economico-Ecologice — Odesa, Ucraina, Institutul De Economie Agrara — Sofia,
Bulgaria, Institutul De Economie Agrara — Belgrad, Serbia, Institutul National De
Cercetari Economice — Chisinau, Republica Moldova. La eveniment au participat
membri ai Academiei Romaéne, ai Academiei de Stiinte Agricole si Silvice,
reprezentanti ai Ministerului Agriculturii si Dezvoltarii Rurale, cadre didactice din
universitatile de profil din Bucuresti, Timigoara, lasi, cercetatori din Institutul de
Economie Agrara si din alte institute de cercetare din tard, precum si invitati de la
institute si universitati din Ucraina, Georgia, Bulgaria si Republica Moldova.

In continuare, dezbaterile s-au concentrat pe problemele generale ale
agriculturii in context regional si european, respectiv rolul pietelor, al fermelor, al
factorilor de clima si mediu, al factorului demografic in conturarea viitoarei Politici
Agricole Comune la nivelul Romaniei. In cele trei sectiuni ale sesiunii au fost
prezentate peste 80 de comunicéri, dintre care o buna parte sunt cuprinse in acest
volum.

Sectiunea 1, Rezilienta exploatatiilor agricole — factori de influenta,
moderator dr. Camelia Gavrilescu, a cuprins un numar de 38 de lucrari elaborate
cercetdtori din Roménia, Ucraina, Republica Georgia si Republica Macedonia de
Nord. Temele abordate au fost legate, pe de o parte, de problematica resurselor
naturale, biodiversitate si vulnerabilitatile agriculturii in contextul schimbarilor
climatice. Un alt subiect dezvoltat In cadrul acestei sectiuni a vizat dezvoltarea
exportului si competitivitatea produselor agricole, cu precadere a cerealelor din
Romaénia, dar si din Ucraina pe pietele externe.

Sectiunea 2, Filiere agroalimentare si consumatori, moderator dr. Iuliana
Ionel, au fost prezentate 26 lucrari, reprezentand contributiile unor cercetatori din
Republica Moldova, Georgia, Bulgaria si Roméania. Subiectele comunicarilor
prezentate au fost orientate Indeosebi spre economia lanturilor de aprovizionare si



interventii pe piete, respectiv competitivitatea produselor agricole. Amintim in acest
sens teme precum evaluarea sprijinului cuplat acordat in cadrul pilonului 1 al PAC, la
produse precum laptele, legumele, culturi proteice (soia), orezul, fructele, carnea de
bovine. Au existat abordari privind integrarea agriculturii cu sectorul de procesare
precum si unele abordari actuale inovative cum ar fi lanturile scurte de aprovizionare
din anumite regiuni ale tarii i contributia agriculturii la economia circulara.

Sectiunea 3, Spatiul rural si capacitatea sa de adaptare la schimbare,
moderator dr. Elisabeta Rosu, a cuprins un numar de 30 lucriri, care au analizat
probleme ale zonelor rurale din Romania, Republica Moldova si Ucraina. Au fost
prezentate rezultatele unor cercetari privind rolul parteneriatelor si al grupurilor de
actiune locald asupra dezvoltarii zonelor rurale din unele judete cum ar fi judetul
Galati si zona de nord a Moldovei. De asemenea, cercetdtori din Ucraina au
prezentat probleme ale managementului zonei rurale in conditiile descentralizarii.
Au fost prezentate si lucrari privind nivelul de dezvoltare durabila al zonei rurale
din Republica Moldova, precum si tendintele in dezvoltarea invatamantului din
aceastd tara.

Calitatea lucrarilor incluse in volumul editorial se afirma prin abordarea
stiintifica a problematicilor investigate, prin relevanta metodologica, prin exigenta
si originalitatea analizelor.

Volumul de fata vine sa completeze — prin tematica, continut si prezentare —
cercetdri anterioare in domeniul economiei agrare, reprezentand, in acelasi timp, o
deschidere catre noi tematici de studiu conectate la provocarile pe care lumea
contemporana le pune in fata tuturor tarilor europene.

Lucrérile prezentate in cele trei sectiuni, si publicate in volumul de fata, au
abordat o paleta larga de teme relevante, care au permis o evaluare comprehensiva
a starii si evolutiei sectorului agricol si de procesare alimentara si a starii spatiului
rural atat din Romania, cat si din alte state din regiune. Diversitatea aspectelor
abordate face ca acest volum sd se adreseze, in egala masura, cercetatorilor,
cadrelor didactice, studentilor, specialistilor, precum si decidentilor si structurilor
institutionale din domeniu.

FOREWORD

This volume contains an important part of the papers presented at the 25™
annual scientific session “Agricultural Economics and Rural Development
Research in Romania” on the theme “Sustainability and Resilience of the
Agricultural Sector and Rural Area in the Face of Current Challenges”, which was
held online at the Institute of Agricultural Economics of the Romanian Academy
on December 8, 2020. The volume has been issued within and through the
amiability of the Romanian Academy Publishing House, continuing the tradition of
publishing the scientific research papers presented at the annual scientific
conferences organized by the Institute of Agricultural Economics.

In the year 2020, the international scientific session was organized in
collaboration with a series of partner institutions: Research Institute for Agriculture
Economy and Rural Development — Bucharest, Institute of Rural and Agricultural
Development (Irwir-Pan) — Warsaw, Poland, Institute of Economics — Centre for
Economic and Regional Studies — Budapest Hungry, Institute of Market Problems
and Economic-Ecological Researches — Odessa, Ukraine, Institute of Agricultural
Economics — Sofia, Bulgaria, Institute of Agricultural Economics — Belgrade, Serbia,
National Institute for Economic Research — Chisinau, Republic of Moldova.

The event was attended by members of the Romanian Academy, of the
Academy of Agricultural and Forestry Sciences, by representatives of the Ministry
of Agriculture and Rural Development, academic staff from the agricultural
universities from Bucharest, Timisoara and Iasi, scientific researchers from the
Institute of Agricultural Economics and from other research institutes from
Romania, as well as invited researchers from institutes and universities from
Ukraine, Georgia, Bulgaria and the Republic of Moldova.

The debates focused on general issues in agriculture in a regional and
European context, i.€. role of markets, farms, of environmental and climate factors,
of the demographic factor in shaping the future Common Agricultural Policy in
Romania. More than 80 papers were presented in the three sections of the session,
of which a large part have been included in this volume.

Section 1: Resilience of agricultural holdings — influencing factors,
moderator dr. Camelia Gavrilescu, included 38 papers of researchers from
Romania, Ukraine, Georgia and North Macedonia. The topics of papers focused
on natural resources, biodiversity and agriculture vulnerabilities in the climate
change context, on the one hand. Another topic that was addressed in this section
targeted the development of export and competitiveness of agricultural products,
mainly of cereals from Romania, but also from Ukraine, on foreign markets.

Section 2: Agri-food chains and consumers, moderator: dr. Iuliana Tonel,
presented 26 papers by researchers from the Republic of Moldova, Georgia,
Bulgaria and Romania. The topics of papers targeted mainly the economy of



supply chains and interventions on the markets, the competitiveness of agricultural
products. In this sense we mention the evaluation of coupled support granted under
CAP Pillar 1, for products like milk, vegetables, protein crops (soybean), rice,
fruits and beef. Other topics addressed agriculture integration with the processing
sector, as well as other actual innovative approaches such as short supply chains in
certain regions of the country and agriculture contribution to circular economy.

Section 3: Rural area and its ability to adapt to change, moderator dr.
Elisabeta Rosu, comprised 30 papers, which analyzed the problems of rural areas
from Romania, Republic of Moldova and Ukraine. The results of research studies
on the role of partnerships and local action groups on the development of rural
areas in certain counties like Galati and in northern Moldova were presented. The
researchers from Ukraine presented managerial issues in rural area in the
decentralization context. Papers were also presented that targeted the level of
sustainable development of rural areas in the Republic of Moldova, as well as the
trends in education development in this country.

The quality of research works included in the editorial volume is proved by
the scientific approach to investigated issues, by the methodological relevance and
the exigency and originality of analyses.

The present volume complements — by its thematic, contents and presentation
— previous research in the field of agricultural economics, representing, at the same
time, an opening to new study topics connected to the challenges that our
contemporary world poses to all European countries.

The papers presented in the three sections and published in this volume have
addressed a wide range of relevant themes, which enabled a comprehensive
evaluation of the situation and evolution of the agricultural and agro-processing
sector, as well as of the situation of the rural areas from Romania and from other
countries in the region. By the diversity of approached issues, this volume is
equally addressed to researchers, academics, students, experts, as well as to
decision-makers and institutional structures in this field.

The managerial staff of the Institute of Agricultural Economics from the
National Institute of Economic Research “Costin C. Kiritescu” of the Romanian
Academy wishes to express its full gratitude to all those who contributed to the
international scientific event on December 8, 2020. We would also like to express
our warmest thanks to the Romanian Academy Publishing House for publishing the
papers presented at the scientific session in this volume, as well as to all the
colleagues and experts who will provide suggestions for the improvement of our
research thematic.
